Stable under normal conditions.  Avoid high temperatures.

Incompatible with other oxidisers, nitrogen containing compounds, dry fire extinguishers containing mono-ammonium phosphates.

11. TOXICOLOGICAL INFORMATION

Effects  -
Causes transient irritation of skin and eyes.  No significant health effects are expected by inhalation or ingestion.  Based on data from toxicological investigations, cyanuric acid does not result in direct target organ damage.  Damage to the kidneys and bladder has been observed in rats given a saturated solution (5375 ppm) for their drinking water.  These effects are believed to be secondary to the formation of kidney stones.  Under normal conditions of handling and use, this product is not expected to pose any health hazards.
