Keep public away from danger areas. Stay upwind.

Shovel into containers.  Call Fire Service and notify Police if substance is scattered in the roadway.  Consult local authority via Fire Service if large amounts are spilled.  Neutralise with soda ash.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

Store in a cool, dry, well-ventilated area away from other chemicals, out of reach of children and in containers when not in use.

Ensure good general ventilation.  Do not breath dust.  KEEP DRY.

Avoid contact with skin, eyes and clothing.  Store in cool, dry conditions sealed under cover away from sharp objects and sources of direct heat.  Keep separate from other reactive materials such as bleaching powder and bleach solutions, nitrates and chlorates. Keep eye bath immediately available

8. EXPOSURE CONTROLS / PERSONAL PROTECTION

Wear gloves, goggle, overalls and boots

Inhalable dust 10mg/m3.  Respirable dust 4mg/m3.

Treat as low toxicity dust.  Product will readily absorb moisture and produce acid.  Use protective clothing including face and eye protection as well as PVC or rubber gloves and boots.  Use dust mask at all times.  Avoid inhalation of dust.

9. PHYSICAL AND CHEMICAL PROPERTIES

White granules, tablet, powder, crystals or prills soluble in water, forms a strong acid.

Non-flammable, decomposes when strongly heated giving off fumes of sulphuric acid.  Not corrosive when dry but produces acid when water is absorbed.  Acid attacks metals, concrete, clothing and skin.

10. STABILITY AND REACTIVITY

Stable when kept dry but acidic when wet.  Solution attacks many metals/liberates flammable hydrogen gas, explosive mixture with air. Reacts strongly with bleach and alkalies. Avoid moisture

Dust is very irritating especially whenwet.

Irritatant to skin, eyes, mouth, nose and throat.

Prolonged contact will cause burns.  Frequent contact with skin may cause dermatitis.
