6. ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

Transport Emergency Action
Stop Engine. Notify Police and Fire Services immediately.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE

Store in a cool, dry, well ventilated area, away from incompatible chemicals or materials - see Stability and Reactivity

Keep containers closed to prevent iingress of moisture.  Avoid storing sacks in a large stack to prevent the product from caking.

Heating equipment and electric lights should be located or guarded to avoid contact with the sacks and collection of dust.

Exposure by inhalation or skincontact should be minimised by good industrial hygiene practive.  Wear appropriate protective clothing - see Exposure Control.

Safety showers and eyebaths should be available in areas where accidental exposure is possible.  Ensure adequate ventilation to keep the airbourne concentration as low as possible.  Extinguish ignition sources - no smoking.

Where the product has caked.  It can usually be loosened by dropping the sack on one corner or lightly beating the paper cover.  Sacks are best opened by slitting the length of the package and using a dry shovel to transfer the product.  Empty sacks should not be re-used even for spilled product - see Disposal Considerations

Wear PVC or rubber gloves.  Wear chemical goggles.  Eyebaths should be provided at places where accidental exposure may be possible.  Wear cotton overalls, headgear and rubber boots.  Showers should be provided at places where accidental exposure may occur.
